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Masai Mara Fly In – Mara Simba Lodge 

DAY 1:  NAIROBI – MASAI MARA 
Guests will be collected early from their hotel and transferred to Wilson Airport for the 
scheduled flight to the Masai Mara. Upon arrival, you will be met by a guide from camp 
for a game drive en route to the camp. Following lunch, there will be an afternoon 
game drive returning to camp as the sun sets. If you arrive in the afternoon, then there 
will be a short game drive on the way to camp. 
Lunch, dinner, bed & breakfast at your Masai Mara Camp (see below) 

DAY 2: MASAI MARA 
Full day game viewing in the park. Rising at dawn with tea and coffee, then a game 
drive before breakfast, catching the animals before the heat of the day sets in. Then 
further game drives throughout the day before returning to the camp as the sun sets. 
Lunch, dinner, bed & breakfast at your Masai Mara Camp (see below) 

DAY 3: MASAI MARA 
Following breakfast and an early morning game drive pax will either return to Nairobi 
Wilson airport in the mid morning OR have lunch at the lodge/camp. Afterw ards 
there will be a transfer back to the airstrip for the scheduled flight to Mombasa. Upon 
arrival, you will be met and transferred to your beach hotel where the safari ends. 

CAMP/LODGE DETAILS 

Mara Simba Lodge 

Mara Simba was conceived, not just as an overnight stop, but as a safari resort and 
lodge on the edge of the Masai Mara. The emphasis is on exclusivity, comfort and the 
ambience is Masai, with the decor incorporating both decorative and design elements 
from the culture of this tribe. The grounds of the lodge extend almost a kilometer along 
the Talek River, and built in blocks with 4 comfortable rooms in each. The river bank is 
left in its virgin state, while further back lush landscaped gardens of indigenous plants 
and trees attract colorful birds and butterflies. Wide, well­lit pathways link guest rooms 
and the public areas where beautiful wooden floors are shaded by soaring makuti roofs 
(palm thatch). The dining room and bar have stone fireplaces where roaring fires are lit 
on chilly evenings
