After freshening up at your 

safari lodge, enter the world famous Kruger National Park and spend the afternoon game viewing in an open safari vehicle. Return 

to the lodge for overnight. 

 

DAY 2     KRUGER NATIONAL PARK 

 

Experience the highlights of the breathtaking Panorama Route, including Bourke’s Luck potholes. This natural water feature marks 

the beginning of the Blyde River Canyon, God’s Window and Lisbon waterfall. Return to the lodge in time for lunch (for own 

account). Remainder of the afternoon at leisure. Enjoy a sundowner game drive (optional & for own account). Overnight at the 

lodge.

After 

returning to the lodge for breakfast, depart to Johannesburg traveling via the historic Long Tom Pass, one of the most spectacular 

highways in the country. Continue via Dullstroom for a quick lunch stop (for own account) and Belfast, arriving in Johannesburg 

late afternoon at approximately 19h00 (unescorted).
