Day 1/2 Zimbabwe - Victoria Falls — Botswana - Kasane

The Delta is truly spectacular and an unforgettable experience as the wild animals here are not used to
people. Simply sitting and relaxing often results in rewarding bird or game viewing. We travel in to the Delta on a large 4x4 vehicle - in
high water season boats are used. We join up with some of the local people and set up our bush camp for the next 2 nights.
